Make a campus visit part of your family
spring break or summer holiday travel plans —and when you do, here are some questions to ask.

e What sets your campus apart? What makes it special? How diverse is the campus?

e How many undergraduate students are on this campus in the Fall Semester?

e What is the average class size of first year university classes?

e Whatis the typical class sizes of my [Certificate or Diploma] program or my degree major?

e When do you have to declare a major? Is it possible to double major?
e How much time is spent on homework? How much writing and reading are required?
e How much connection would | have with my professors? Would it only be in class?

e What kind of support do Academic Advisors provide? Is Advising it mandatory?

e Where can you go on Study Abroad? Can students in my program/ major study abroad?
e What opportunities are there for undergraduate research in my program/major?

e Do you have a Writing Center? What tutoring services are available? [e.g. Study Skills]

e Do you have an orientation program? Is it mandatory?

e What kind of learning disability services do you offer?
e Isthere a co-op program? Does my program/major have co-op?

e What mental health services are available?
e How prevalent are drugs and alcohol on campus?
